  Moons and Tunes Music:  Lead/assist music and movement activities  
  Cosmic Crafts:  Organize and lead/assist the campers in thematic crafts

  Rocket Rec Games:  Organize and lead/assist thematic games for the campers  
 Mission Control:  Lead and assist in daily outreach projects completed by campers
